This map was created using the US Drought Monitor and the monthly NRCS Surface Water Supply Index (SWSI)
as a guide. In general, a county was assigned a Moisture Status based on the highest drought category
intersecting any part of the county. The map was then compared to the monthly SWSI, PRISM, and other
precipitation products. The Montana Governor’s Drought and Water Supply Advisory Committee, made up of
experts from the National Weather Service, the Natural Resource Conservation Service, the Farm Service Agency,
United States Department of Agriculture, the Montana Department of Natural Resources and Conservation, the
Montana State Library, and the Montana Bureau of Mines and Geology, reviewed the map.
